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Five Nations Energy Inc. (FNEI) has a Board of 

Directors that is appointed by their respective 

Power Corporations (LDCsô), by resolution to 

the FNEI Board of Directors. We also have two 

Honorary Members who have one seat each on 

the FNEI Board of Directors, and can vote at 

Board of Directors meetings.  For Annual or 

Members meetings, only the appointed Repre-

sentatives from the three LDCôs can vote at 

these meetings. These Representatives could 

be the Presidents of the LDCsô, or a proxy that 

each LDC has appointed to sit and vote at an 

Annual meeting or Members meeting on behalf 

of the respective LDC. 

 

The LDCsô are the owners of FNEI, and FNEI is 

the entity that operates and maintains the 138kv 

transmission line from Moosonee to Atta-

wapiskat, which spans about 270 kms.  FNEI 

supplies the electricity through this transmission 

line to the FNEI Substations in Attawapiskat, 

Fort Albany, and Kashechewan, and each LDC 

provides the power to the houses in the Com-

munities via poles that string electrical lines to 

each house that requires electricity. 

FNEI has eight seats on the FNEI Board as 

follows: 

Attawapiskat LDC:   two Directors 

Fort Albany LDC:    two Directors 

Kashechewan LDC:   two Directors 

Taykwa Tagamou Nation: one Director 

Moose Cree First Nation: one Director but seat 

is currently vacant 

 

FNEI also has three Officers: 

Mr. Dwight Sutherland, President, who is also 

an FNEI Director 

Mr. James A. Wesley, Vice President 

Mr. Ed Chilton, Secretary/Treasurer
